First week of January for district data changes (ready
mid January) for new data.

o Rules for accessibility data changes to have all members adhere to
the new changes for our personal work.

e UPK(Universal Preschool/Kindergarten)- timing is not right, but will get to it
at the right time. The Director of Early childhood worked in Denver for a
possible partnership.

community members, parents as a GCC group? Some have been removed.
