	Overview:  This data collection enables Growing Readers Together, a privately-funded pilot project implemented by the Colorado State Library, to evaluate the results of its work.  The evaluation of GRT’s pilot year will serve several purposes: 1.) to strengthen future applications for additional funding; 2) to support the identification of best practices in public library outreach to family, friend & neighbor child care providers, and 3.) to determine the impact of enhancing early literacy (children under age 6) environments in public libraries and informal and unlicensed child care settings.  There are no legal requirements for participation- this grant is entirely voluntary for local libraries and child care providers to participate in.

	Discussion: This collection had very few school districts involved.  Most of the respondents were public libraries instead of school libraries. No concerns with this collection.

	Overview: The Education Accountability Act of 2009 (SB 09-163) authorizes the Department of Education to conduct an annual review of the performance of the public schools in the state and to make recommendations to the State Board of Education concerning whether the public school shall implement a performance, improvement, priority improvement or turnaround plan. The law also authorizes the Department to conduct an annual review of the performance of Alternative Education Campuses (AECs) that takes into account the unique purposes of the campuses and the unique circumstances of the challenges posed by the students enrolled in the campuses.

	Discussion: Members discussed how AEC’s can cherry pick data.  There is an effort to have AEC’s declare measures prior to utilizing them.

Included in this process are determinations made of the state and the local educational agencies (administrative units) that address 18 Indicators defined by the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP).  This collection reflects a shift in process to self-assessment and reporting by the administrative units in partnership with the ESSU to ensure compliance in IEP-related activities while placing primary focus on performance-based outcomes and indicators. OSEP indicators are compliance and performance based and this system will address these areas.  OSEP also requires the CDE ESSU to monitor every AU, every year.  The CDE ESSU will develop a rubric for evaluating the carious components of this collection in order to determine where an AU will fall within a tiered system of support.

	Overview: The school readiness data collection is intended to provide information on the levels of school readiness demonstrated by students enrolled in kindergarten and for measuring improvement in students’ knowledge and skills over time.

The adoption of the school readiness assessment, the state board shall adopt a system for reporting population‐level results that provide baseline data for measuring overall change and improvement in students' skills and knowledge over time.
The information collected through the school readiness data collection will be of value to local school districts as well as the Colorado Department of Education as it will provide information on the levels of school readiness demonstrated by students as they enter kindergarten. Districts and schools may choose to use the information to measure improvement in students’ knowledge and skills over time, make programing decisions, and share information about kindergarten entry and kindergarten readiness with local stakeholders.

	Discussion: This will be a new fall collection in Data Pipeline centering on kindergarten readiness.  There were concerns regarding the reporting of small N sizes and how schools with waivers should report.  CDE needs to clarify record expectations.

	Overview: The Pathways Implementation Grant funds are intended to support the implementation of State Board-directed actions in LEAs and schools at the end of the clock with the understanding that the accountability pathways may require significant resources for implementation. The expected outcome of the grant is that the LEA will fulfill the actions directed by the State Board to the local board in a timely and effective manner. The LEA is also expected to engage with CDE for regular progress monitoring to ensure that the pathway is being implemented according to State Board-approved plan and that the effects of the implemented actions are positive increased in student achievement.

This matching grant program exists to help secondary schools:

1)
Increase the presence of school health professionals in secondary schools to provide substance abuse and behavioral health care to students;

2)
Provide training and resources for the newly hired school health professionals, other behavioral health school team members, and school staff on the implementation of evidence-based programming; and

3)
Allow school health professionals to provide care coordination and connect students with services that are provided by community-based organizations for treatment and counseling.

	Overview:  The Pathways Early Action grant is focused on the district-led portion of the recommendation process, with the intent of helping the LEA explore end-of-clock options, build widespread buy-in, and articulate its preferred pathway ahead of state action. CDE staff members will work with grantees to select a pathway that is best suited to create dramatic change. The pathways, as outlined in statute, are as follows: management by a private or public entity other than the district; converting to a charter school; converting to Innovation School status; closure; for charter schools, replacing the current operating entity or Governing Board with a different operating entity or Governing Board; or district reorganization.

	Overview: The School Discipline and Attendance collection contains school level information for (1) the counts of students disciplined based on the type of incident (behavior of the student) and the demographics of the student and the numbers of incidents (2) the counts of students that brought or possessed a firearm and the action taken for those incidents and (3) the attendance information for each school. The data from the School Discipline and Attendance collection is used to populate attendance and discipline information in the School View application.

	Discussion: This collection asked if it could align itself with the Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC) to reduce the amount of reporting districts will need to do to the US Department of Education.  EDAC had some time to look at this and decided that it would reduce reporting in the long run because CDE will be able to provide data in a prepopulated format for the CRDC collection with the change that were recommended.  EDAC praised Annette for providing a quick summary of changes.

	Discussion: There were a few changes to this collection aimed at clarifying some of the data being reported.
