	General Business
· December Meeting Minutes – Approved with small edits
· EDAC Credit Renewal

· Data Pipeline Advisory Committee – Retained kindergarten students in READ act collection will be in the audit.  Auditors would get a report as to which kindergarten students are retained.  This will be a time saver for districts.  SPED collection updates are coming up late in the processes, AUs had concerns because the updates can change the resulting submission.  Can edits be done earlier? (SAM warnings) It causes problems when trying to close out the collection.
· Collaboration of PPS-105 Career Success Pilot Program Intent Participate and ADA-104 Industry-Recognized Credential Data Collection.  Mary Anne collects by school not by student.  Not ready to do this at this time but may be possible when it is in the End of Year Collection.
· Email Review TAL-107 Science Standards Review and Revision Survey approved 2/23/2018

· Foster Care Data Discussion – CDE gets this data from Human Services.  They did not give us all the data for foster students.  CDE’s data is incomplete.  Districts will not get correct data as well.  Districts say DHS not holding up their end of distributing information districts of foster students.  Maybe CDE can provide some of data to the districts.  
· Teaching and Learning Conditions in Colorado deadline has been extended.  

· TSDL update – recommended to streamline or get rid of the collection.  Commissioner would like this collection to keep going because of educator preparation programs.  Marcia led a brain storming session on district concerns with this collection and what benefits from the data. There is some inkling that the data is not very clean.  Bring back to the March 16th meeting.  
· Privacy – Districts being attacked from hackers.  CDE is looking at how to address this with districts.  Districts asked that the Superintendent and CIO be informed of attacks.

· EDAC Data Burden Survey Discussion – An update was given to the EDAC committee as to where we are at in the process of collecting data and sorting through the results.  All of the data has been collected and has been added to a file sent over to Denver Public Schools to merge all of the data together.  Once all of the data has been merged and reviewed it will be forwarded to Norm Alerta at Cherry Creek for analysis.  A meeting will be held in April to review what the results determine.

	CGA-238 Colorado Student Wellness Grant

	Overview:  This grant program exists to support the implementation of Whole School, Whole Community, Whole Child (WSCC) approaches to ensure that students:

•
Enter school healthy and learns about and practices a healthy lifestyle;

•
Learn in an environment that is physically and emotionally safe for students and adults;

•
Are actively engaged in learning and is connected to the school and broader community;

•
Have access to personalized learning and is supported by qualified, caring adults; and

•
Are challenged academically and prepared for success in college or further study and for employment and participation in a global environment.

	Discussion:  New grant supporting wellness programs. Jan Petro had a lot of edits. 

Charter School Institute had the following questions:

•
Could charter schools authorized by the district and charter schools authorized by CSI could work together? Could traditional public schools and charter schools work together? - YES

•
Does one group of charter schools preclude another group of charters schools (using CSI as the fiscal agent, for example) from applying? NO

•
There’s a sentence saying that previously funded districts will be asked to apply at a reduced level. Is there a similar limitation for groups of charter schools? (Language will be updated before going out)

	CGA-239 Best First Instruction Summer Institute Grant 
	Anna Young

	Overview:  The purpose of this opportunity is to increase the capacity of educators around high impact instructional strategies for Best, First Instruction for all students. To do this, CDE will host a Summer Institute, which is designed to create a cadre of educators within participating schools to support/coach other educators throughout the year. CDE will capitalize on the expertise of the established educator cadre to assist CDE in re-visioning the Teaching and Learning Guide.

	Discussion: Jan had edits. 
Charter School Institute had the following questions:

•
“Districts with schools…” is how this section starts, but earlier it’s identified that LEA’s (which would also include CSI) were eligible. Perhaps clarify so it’s inclusive of all eligible LEA’s. – The grant will clarify the language.
Poudre School District had the following questions:

•
•
It is clear that this program is allowable under Title II for teacher and administrator professional development however I’m not clear how the use of Title IV funds is allowable under ESEA.  How is increasing the capacity of educators around high impact instructional strategies for Best First Instruction aligned with the three guiding allowable use of funds: We are tying it to the well-rounded education piece in that we are trying to all content areas. 

•
Is the outcome to help CDE revision the Teaching and Learning Guide?  If so, how does this align with Title IV? Yes and we are tying to the well-rounded education piece. 

•
The Best First Instruction Summer Institute and additional online coaching described in elements 1-4 of a teaching and learning framework doesn’t address components of what Title IV would support including blended learning, use of technology, social-emotional learning components that would help with student engagement. The application asks applicants to assess where they are with social-emotional learning – social emotional aspects of Title IV are blended into the delivery of supports and services provided through the institute.

	CGA-183 English Language Proficiency Act (ELPA) Excellence Award Funds Request

	Overview: The English Language Proficiency Act (ELPA) Excellence Award program rewards local education providers (LEPs) and charter schools with evidence-based English language proficiency programs that demonstrate the highest English language and academic growth for English learners (ELs) and the highest academic achievement for English learners who have transitioned out of the English language proficiency or English language development (ELD) program.

	Discussion: Poudre School District had the following questions:

•
How is growth being measured from 2015 ACCESS data when proficiency levels and scale scores were not aligned from one year to the next?  We are using the 2015 ACCESS Growth, not the new data. 

•
If a identified district/charter says no, are there other districts/charters that will be allowed to apply? We have not had any identified schools turn it down. If in the event an LEA does, the funds would be redistributed across the participating districts/charters. 

•
Is there consideration for minimal N count? Meaning it is easier to show substantial growth with smaller numbers than larger numbers?  How is the data looked at equitably so that larger districts aren’t disqualified automatically because of the large numbers of emerging bilinguals that they serve? The criteria used for identification comes from statute. Performance is based on all growth accept for achievement is based on exited from program. We look at growth as an equalizer for performance. The formula is tied to the number of ELs as well as the concentration of ELs.

	Overview: This is an application for funds to identify and serve migrant families in Colorado.  There are five regional migrant programs in Colorado and those five regional offices are invited to apply for the grant again this year.

Poudre School District had the following comments - This is a valuable program and is limited in resources due to reauthorization.  Any resources and support to regional offices help migrant students and families that are impacted by poverty and are highly mobile.  Tomas commented that right now migrant students are moving because of the spring planting.  Jan had some edits.
