	Overview:  This Request for Proposal (RFP) is designed to distribute funds to local education providers, including school districts, BOCES, and district charter schools or Institute Charter Schools, to embed the essential components of reading instruction into all elements of the K-3 teaching structures in all schools, including universal and targeted and intensive instructional interventions, to assist all students in achieving reading competency. The Colorado Department of Education (CDE) recognizes the importance of a Multi-Tiered System of Support (MTSS) for all students. Comprehensive implementation of a multi-tiered system of support will contribute to more meaningful identification of learning problems related to literacy achievement, improve instructional quality, provide all students with the best opportunity to learn to read, accelerate the reading growth of advanced readers, and assist with the identification of students reading below grade level, including students with a Significant Reading Deficiency (as defined in the Rules for the Administration of the Colorado READ Act posted on the CDE READ Act webpage: www.cde.state.co.us/coloradoliteracy/ReadAct/index) and students with learning disabilities related to reading.

	Overview: The survey provides a standardized format for Child Find Coordinators to indicate what training, technical assistance, support, and professional development they need from CDE.  This information has been collected through training and technical assistance and event evaluations in the past few years.  We need a more structured and standardized process for collecting this information so that we develop the most responsive technical assistance possible and efficient use of federal funds.  Federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) funds support a variety of state delivered technical assistance and training efforts for local child find and preschool special education personnel.  Many of these offerings are designed specifically to support Administrative Units to meet compliance and performance requirements for the State Performance Plan under IDEA.

	DPSE-126 Colorado Student Re-engagement Grant Program
	Tricia Walz/Judith Martinez

	Overview:  State funds were appropriated for the first time to the Colorado Student Re-engagement Grant in January 2016 in the amount of $2 million.  As a result 10 competitive grants were awarded in March 2016.  In state statute and rule, CDE is required to evaluate the education and support services provided by this grant program.  At minimum the evaluation shall include a review of the following elements:  

· *program performance goal status 

· * academic growth indicators as applicable  

· **reduction in the dropout rate

· **increase in graduation and completion rates for grant recipients' schools

· **student re-engagement rate status

CDE staff is responsible for collecting the data, analyzing it and reporting the evaluation results to the education committees of the Colorado Senate and the House of Representatives.  In addition, it is an expectation that the data will support planning for continuous improvement.

* These data will be self-reported by the grantees

** These school level data will be pulled from data pipeline based on school codes and SASIDs reported by the grantees.

	EE-103 Revised CO Teacher Rubric – Feedback Form
	Gladis Gee

	Overview:  The Educator Effectiveness Unit is seeking feedback on proposed rubric revisions from Colorado educators and district administrators who have experience with the State Model Evaluation rubric for teachers.  The goal of the rubric revision is to reduce the length of the rubric by eliminating redundancies and fine-tuning language in order to provide more time for coaching and feedback conversations with Colorado teachers.  The teacher rubric provides a detailed road map for coaching and feedback conversations that led to continuous growth, and the time to complete the rubric for annual teacher evaluations impact the amount of time for those quality conversations.  The goal of the rubric revision is to streamline the teacher evaluation process.

	Discussion: There was a discussion about the use of this collection to give districts a voice in improving the teacher data in the Teacher Student Data Link collection.  There were some initial concerns on the form about the red circles because it was not clear.  EDAC asked that a basic guide be added along with clearing up some small edits.  The last item EDAC requested was to post approximately how long the collection will take to complete in the instructions.  Rubric has been condensed and the initial response in the field has been positive.
