	Overview:  Informal requests from Colorado Lt. Governor Barbara O'Brien, State Board of Education member Randy DeHoff, Commissioner of Education Dwight Jones, additional CDE staff, members of Legislative Education Committees, CEA, CASE, CASB, Rural Schools Caucus members, Colorado Council on the Arts/Arts Learning Task Force. We have surveyed members of the above agencies and coalitions who agree that there is no data that exists that specifically quantifies that is being delivered statewide in arts education.  There is also agreement across the stakeholders interviewed that the survey results will be useful to their constituents.  The results of the survey will create a "snapshot" of arts education in Colorado today, and in the future be the baseline by which to measure whether instruction in the arts decreases or decreases or increases.  In addition, each participating school will receive its own individual and unique "benchmark report” which compares their own school's key indices in terms of art education to the aggregate group of "all other" schools.
