	Overview: New statutory requirements for parent and family engagement have resulted in the field requesting instruments for measuring the level of parent and family engagement in schools.  As such, two surveys were created to assess the level of parent/family and school partnership and engagement.  The survey items were selected from various existing tools.  The State Advisory Council for Parent Involvement in Education (SACPIE), the CDE Family-School-Community Partnering Community of Practices (FSCP CoP) and Subject Matter Experts from other state agencies, universities, and research organizations have given input on the selected items.  CDE would like to collect sample data to test the reliability and validity of the two surveys, before releasing the surveys to schools and districts for use at no charge.  Districts will be invited to participate in a pilot collection.
