The non-foster students are reported in 4-2: Approved as FREE eligible based on household size and income. The application is also reported in 4-2: Approved as FREE eligible based on household size and income.











How to Verify: All students (foster and non-foster) are subject to Verification. 


Reporting on the VCR: The foster student is reported in 4-1: Approved as categorically FREE eligible. The associated application is not reported for the foster child. The non-foster students are reported in 4-2: Approved as FREE eligible based on household size and income. The application is also reported in 4-2: Approved as FREE eligible based on household size and income.
